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Support to the Integration of Ukraine in the Trans- European Transport Network TEN-T

This European Union project (known as “TEN-T”) is funded by the European Union (EU) as part of the transport technical assistance programme provided through the EU Delegation in Kiev.
A four day aviation training programme has just been completed in Kiev that provided “Safety Assessment of Foreign Aircraft” (SAFA) training to 13 senior managers employed by the Ukraine State Aviation Authority (SAA) so that they are accredited to test foreign aircraft that land in Ukraine in the future, to ensure they meet approved minimum safety standards set by European Aviation Safety Agency (EASA). 
This course was run by the Dutch company “Joint Aviation Authorities Training Organisation” (JAA TO). This course had previously been assessed and approved by 19 European Civil Aviation Authorities on behalf of EASA for this purpose.
The training was given by Mr Bent Ole Nielsen – former flight engineer and Mr Victor Konrad – former Antоnov pilot. They are two of the foremost trainers in this field in the world and provide such training world wide through the JAA TO, linked this time to the TEN-T project.
The course consisted of 3 days in Kiev on the theory of inspection and 1 day of practical application of this theory at Borispil airport, testing a Boeing 737 cargo plane kindly provided by Ukraine International Airlines.
